NONPROFIT ORGANIZATIONS

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
Your insurance requires your Nonprofit Group to install and maintain the following procedures:

A.
Liability Plus Procedural Requirements

1.
All vendors, concessionaires and independent contractors with which you do business to facilitate the production of 
any of your events or activities must name your Nonprofit Organization as an Additional Insured on their $1,000,000 General Liability insurance policy.  Your Nonprofit Organization must appear as an Additional Insured on the vendors Certificate of Liability Insurance, which they must provide to you as proof of their liability insurance (a sample is enclosed).  If the vendor, concessionaire, or independent contractor is unable or unwilling to name your Nonprofit Organization as an Additional Insured on their $1,000,000 General Liability insurance policy, you are required to find another vendor, concessionaire or independent contractor that is able and willing to do so.


2.
In the event of a loss, your insurance carrier will require that you provide the Certificate of Insurance mentioned 



above for claims purposes.  Violation of this procedure may void your insurance.

3.
Any Nonprofit Organization involved in physical activities, or inflatable or entertainment devices, must have a 

signed accident waiver from the participant or guardian (a sample is enclosed).  This signed waiver will be required in case of an accident or loss.  Violation of this procedure may void your insurance.

4.
School Support Groups


During planning and before each and every activity or event, you are required to review the School Support Group 

Insurance Program Summary and Loss Control Guide, and to follow it’s guidelines and advisories.  This document can easily be accessed at www.rvnuccio.com.
B.
Bonding Plus Procedural Requirements

1.
There will be dual, unrelated signatures required on all outgoing checks; and,
2.
There will be a monthly bank reconciliation preformed by an organization officer other than that officer normally responsible for banking functions; and


3.
There will be no pre-signing of checks.


4.
Securities and scrip will be individually recorded by serial number and the name of the person to whom the security 


or scrip was sold or transferred.


These are warrants to the policy.  Your Nonprofit Organization has guaranteed (by application) that these procedures will 
be installed and continually maintained throughout the entire year.  Violation of a Bonding Plus warrant, negates 
Bonding Plus coverage.
If you violate any of these procedures, you may void your insurance coverage.
